The curatorial division acquires, preserves and maintains 
original antique and reproduction furniture, artwork, sculpture 
and other historical items located in the Capitol and Capitol 
Extension.  Much of the collection is on display in public 
spaces throughout the Capitol, as well as in various members’ 
Capitol offices.  The collection also includes the monuments 
located on the Capitol Grounds.  

   The curatorial division maintains a large collection of 
photographic materials related to the Capitol Historical Artifact 
collection, the 1990s restoration of the Capitol, General Land 
Office Building (now the Capitol Visitors Center), the Grounds 
and the construction of the underground Capitol Extension.
