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The State Preservation Board preserves and maintains the Texas Capitol, Capitol Extension and Capitol Grounds, the 1857 General Land Office Building known as
the Capitol Visitors Center, the Texas Governor's Mansion and the contents of each property. The agency also operates and manages the Bullock Texas State

Eric Ramos History Museum, Texas State Cemetery and Capitol Mall, and supports other legislative facilities under care of the agency. Additionally, the agency provides
educational programs about Texas history, government and culture to benefit the citizens of Texas and visitors to the state.
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
